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Compliance with Martyn's Law at Cutts Close Park 

1. Introduction to Martyn's Law (The Terrorism (Protection of Premises) Act 2025)
The Terrorism (Protection of Premises) Act 2025, commonly known as Martyn's Law, received Royal Assent on April 3, 2025. This landmark legislation aims to enhance the security and preparedness of public premises and events across the UK against the threat of terrorism. Named in tribute to Martyn Hett, who was tragically killed in the 2017 Manchester Arena attack, the Act places a legal duty on those responsible for certain publicly accessible locations to take proportionate steps to reduce vulnerability to, and the risk of physical harm from, terrorist attacks.

While the Act has received Royal Assent, there is an anticipated implementation period of at least 24 months (expected to be in force by early 2027) during which further statutory guidance will be published by the Home Office. Compliance with the new duties is not required until the legislation officially comes into force.

Currently, many insurance companies and Rutland County Council are requiring the following preventative measures for all public events: 
A key aspect of event security, and a measure highlighted within Martyn's Law, is hostile vehicle mitigation. This means taking appropriate and reasonably practicable steps to reduce the vulnerability of premises and events to terrorist attacks, including preventing unauthorised vehicular access. This reinforces the need for all access points and roads to be effectively blocked with barriers or vehicles during public events to safeguard attendees. Such measures are part of a broader protective security strategy aimed at deterring, detecting, delaying, and mitigating potential threats. 
The installation of bollards would also prevent unauthorised vehicles from entering Cutts Close Park, reducing the risk of injury to children who are playing. 
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Barrier Area: Install one bollard in the barrier area show with the red marker to prevent cars from driving through when the barrier is closed. 
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Cutts Close Park: Access from Burley Road. The red line, in the photo above, indicates the proposed location of 9 bollards 
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The above photo includes a red line as a guide of where another 9 bollards could be placed. The line does not represent the final location. Rutland County Council would not expect the bollards to be too close to the kerb edge or parked cars.
Proposal: 
The council agrees to direct the office to seek quotes for the cost of the bollards and associated installation. This matter will then be returned to the council for consideration and possible approval once the quotes are obtained.
