	Background:

To consider the invoice from Rutland County Council for this financial Year.
The recent history has seen a significant increase in the bill for running this service.

2023   25K   
2024   27K  (8%)
2025   29K  (7.5%)

This amounts to an increase of 15.5%  over two years , significantly above inflation. The Town Clerk and Cllr P Ainsley attended a meeting with RCC officers to review the 
Oakham Hopper service on Wednesday September 2nd.
Isuues that were discussed include having more flexible routes to include the Showground and Ashwell Garden Centre, Rutland Hal and Water for tourism.
Questions were asked about on demand service, advertising on the bus sides and ensuring the public knew it was a free service.
Also the statistics regards usage were discussed and the fact that some of the services were no longer required (school run duplication)
