	Title: CCTV camera for Woodland Trust Car Park

	Purpose of Proposal
To seek Council approval to undertake initial enquiries regarding the installation of a CCTV camera in or near the Woodland Trust car park on Brooke Road.

Background
The Woodland Trust land to the south of Oakham is a popular location for walks and relaxation, and it is often used by Oakham families. The car park is positioned adjacent to Brooke Hill Academy primary school, further increasing the number of young children in and around the area.  However, since the car park is on the edge of the town and in a relatively dark and obscure location, it and the surrounding area are at risk from anti-social behaviour and illegal activities.


	Proposal:

That Oakham Town Council:

1. Seeks approval from the Woodland Trust for the installation of a CCTV camera to deter anti-social and illegal behaviour in the car park. 
2. Seeks planning permission and any other legal requirements for the installation of a CCTV camera
3. Tenders for the contract to install the camera.
