Why It Matters
· Representing Oakham Abroad: The pennant will showcase Oakham’s identity during visits to our twin town, Barmstedt.

· Encouraging Local Involvement: Including the modified Oakham Town crest adds warmth and credibility to community events, helping attract wider participation.

· Preparing for 2027: With the 40th anniversary of the twinning approaching, the crest will help unify and elevate celebratory materials.

What’s Proposed
· Use of the modified crest in non-commercial, community-focused contexts. As well as leaflets, publicity material, correspondence, and other twinning-related communications.
· A minor text change to read Oakham and District Twinning Association, while preserving the original design.
· Council oversight of any adapted versions to ensure respectful use.


	Proposal:

2. That Council recognises the modified crest as a symbol of civic pride, international friendship, and a positive reflection of Oakham Town Council.
