	Purpose of Proposal

These have certainly helped to protect these valued community areas from vandalism and anti-social behaviour. 

While these improvements have strengthened the system’s core functionality, ongoing operational costs remain a challenge.  Since 2017, there has been no annual financial contribution to support the day-to-day running and maintenance of the CCTV network. We are therefore seeking renewed annual funding support to ensure the system remains effective, responsive, and sustainable for the long term.

Rutland County Council are seeking an annual contribution of £5,800, linked to inflation, to support the ongoing operational costs of the CCTV system.

· Software updates, system licenses and compliance.
· Technical support and fault resolution.
· Sustainability of the system for future community safety needs.
